Sixth Month Developing Baby – Your spiritually adopted 
baby is developing quite beautifully now.  His or her weight 
is approaching 2 pounds.  Babies born prematurely at this 
time have a very good chance of surviving.  The medical 
advances in caring for extremely small newborn infants are 
extraordinary indeed. 
 Justice O’Connor has remarked that the Roe v. 
Wade decision is on a collision course with itself.  Each 
passing year, we witness medical advances that allow our 
medical professionals to save younger and younger 
premature infants. 
 
St. Stephen Benevolent Conference (SSBC) Society 
of St. Vincent de Paul – SSBC has been busy helping our 
area’s neighbor in needs through rent payment, utility 
payments, and of course food pantry needs.  As we all 
know there has been more than usual need for food.  NWA 
Food Bank has been operating above capacity and we get 
as much food as we can to support out Pantry.  There are 
a few items we fell short of this month.  We are asking if 
you would please help contribute the following items to the 
grocery cart in front of the Church doors. 
**Food Pantry: canned fruit, Mac & Cheese, dried pinto 
beans, corn bread mix, cake mix & frosting, brownie mix, 
Chicken Noodle Soup, tuna or canned chicken, bread 
and/or buns, paper towels, laundry detergent, cleaning 
supplies. 
 
Spiritual Communion – For various reasons we may be 
prevented from receiving the Eucharist at Mass. We may 
have broken the one hour fast, be in a state of mortal sin, 
or we could even be homebound, unable to leave our 
home to attend Mass or no Masses available. In these 
cases, the Church encourages us to make an act of 
“spiritual communion,” where we unite ourselves to God 
through prayer. It is a beautiful way to express to God 
our desire to be united with Him when we are unable to 
complete, union in the reception of Holy Communion. It 
remains true, however, that with the sacraments the 
grace is greater and more precise if we participate in the 
sacrament in fact and not only in desire. So, our spiritual 
Communion is always a desire to receive the Lord 
sacramentally, but it is still in virtue of the sacrament that 
we receive the grace of a spiritual Communion. A spiritual 
Communion is a genuine, though less sacramentally 
perfect, sharing in the Body and Blood of the Lord.  

Spiritual Communion Prayer 
My Jesus, I believe that You are present in the Most Holy 
Sacrament. I love You above all things, and I desire to 
receive You into my soul. Since I cannot at this moment 
receive You sacramentally, come at least spiritually into 
my heart. I embrace You as if You were already there and 

unite myself wholly to You. Never permit me to be 
separated from You. Amen.

Así que nuestra Comunión espiritual 
es siempre un deseo de recibir al Señor sacramentalmente 
pero todavía está en virtud de la Santa Cena que recibimos 
la gracia de una Comunión espiritual. Una Comunión 
espiritual es verdadera, aunque menos perfecta 
sacramentalmente, compartiendo el Cuerpo y la Sangre 
del Señor.
